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JUDGMENT TEST

1 - God doesn’t exist, period!

2 - Maybe God exists but it’s impossible to be sure or to really know Him!

3 - God exists and we can know Him through religion!

4 - God exists and anyone can know Him in his own way!

5 - God exists and we can really know Him through His Son Jesus Christ!

Do you have good judgment? Take 2 minutes to find out!

1 - Number one is a poor choice. God declares in His Word: “The fool hath said in his
heart, there is no God” (Psalm 14:1). Not exactly a compliment!

2 - The Bible says “From the world’s creation the invisible things of Him are perceived,
being apprehended by the mind through the things that are made, both his eternal power
and divinity, so as to render them inexcusable” (Romans 1:20 NT). Number two is not an
intelligent choice because it is by our intelligence that our minds learn something about
God from His creation all around us. This same verse says our ignorance of Him is
without excuse.

3 - Religion says “draw near to God with rituals and good works”. Jesus however says:
“ I am the way, the truth and the life: no man cometh unto the Father but by Me” (John
14:6). To know God and draw near to Him you must believe in His Son Jesus Christ.
Jesus is not a religion but a living person and through His death and resurrection alone, a
loving God saves guilty people like us. To prefer vain rituals and self-righteousness to
love of that kind brings sure judgment.

4 - As to number four, the Bible says: “There is a way which seemeth right unto a man,
but the end thereof are the ways of death” (Prov. 14:12). The Word of God says our ways
lead to eternal death and perdition; only one way leads to heaven and that is by the Lord
Jesus, and by Him alone! Jesus spoke of the narrow way leading to life and the broad
way which leads to destruction; it’s not too late to reconsider your way!

5 - Right on!  This is the only choice of good judgment! Moreover, God says of the Lord
Jesus: “Neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none other name under heaven
given among men, whereby we must be saved” (Acts 4:12).
